At our summer organizational meeting King Lion Don asked Susan Shorey if she 
would look into the WWP (Wounded Warrior Project), an organization whose 
mission it is to honor and empower wounded warriors. This might be a worthy 
project for our Club. 
 
Some of the services provided by this project are: Benefits Counseling, Family 
Assistance, WWDSP (Disabled Sports Program), WWP Outdoors (which has a 
variety of activities such as camping, hunting fishing, archery and target 
shooting), Soldier Ride (a rehab. cycling program), Advocacy (to give a voice to 
wounded veterans in local and national issues) and Warriors to Work (helping 
veterans with severe injuries find civilian work). 
 
After contacting the WWP, the Falmouth Lions Club was put on their volunteer 
list and will be contacted if any national programs will be offered in Maine. A 
WWP fly fishing event was held in Caribou just prior to our inquiry, but maybe we 
can help next year. Along with being put on the national volunteer list, we have 
been contacted by the New England arm of this project to list what we would be 
willing to do for a wounded warrior in our area should there be the need. At this 
time, they are not aware of any wounded warrior in Falmouth  
 
. Our board of director's decided that our Club would offer the following services: 
transportation to appointments, house maintenance and some repair, 
woodcutting and lawn maintenance. We will expand our reach to Cumberland, 
Gray and Freeport, contacting club in those towns to assist us. If you have any 
information on any wounded warrior in our area, please let King Don know.
