This vulnerability
has become even more pronounced in the face of the increased food needs in
the current severe economic downturn, especially during the long Maine winters
when the weather poses the greatest threat to our electrical power supply.

One of the Good Shepherd Food B dundsfos
the purchase of an emergency back-up generator that will keep the power on at
the main warehouse in Auburn and its large freezer and refrigeration facilities.
The potential loss of tens of thousands of pounds of food targeted for feeding
needy families in Maine represents an unthinkable crisis.

The proposal to provide the generator was first presented to the Maine Lions
District Advisory Committee for consideration. With their endorsement, it was
then presented to the District membership at the Cabinet Conference on
September 20. The District unanimously approved the project.

Maine Lions District 41 is asking all Lions clubs in the State to help raise the
$151,000 to purchase the 500 KV back-up generator. Our District will apply for
an LCIF grant for $75,000. The District has pledged $5,000, leaving a balance of
$71,000 to be pledged or donated by the Lions Clubs of Maine.

Prior to his position at the Justice Department, Jennings served as Senior
Assistant to the Cabinet Secretary and Director of Policy Coordination at the
White House from 1998-1999, and held a position as a White House Fellow in
the Office of Cabinet Affairs from 1997-1998.

Before moving to Washington, DC, Jennings was an assistant coach and
scouting coordinator for the Boston Celtics coaching the likes of Larry Bird, Kevin
McHale, Robert Parish, and Reggie Lewis. He worked for the team in several
different capacities for over a decade including as scout/video-coordinator for the
1986 World Champion Celtics. He also served as an assistant coach in the 1991
NBA All Star game in Charlotte, NC.

Jennings began his basketball career as a student assistant to Indiana University
coach, Bob Knight and began his NBA career as a scout and video coordinator
for the Indiana Pacers. Jennings attended Indiana University (Bloomington) and
Harvard University receiving his masters in public administration. In 2001, he was
named the Joseph Martin, Jr. Scholar at Stonehill College in Easton, MA where
he taught courses on the American Presidency.
